ON AND OFF THE BIKES

It's very easy to get caught up in the excitement of the BMX track and never more exciting
that at this year's State Titles being held in Cairns.

Queensland offers some of the best weather and with the good weather goes the strong
sunshine, and in turn possible skin damage and sunburn for the many people who enjoy this

exciting outdoor sport.

“It is vitally important for both parents and children to be aware of the dangers of over-
exposure to sunlight, the major cause of skin cancer here in Queensland” said a spokesman
for the Queensland Cancer Fund.

"“Parents especially need to ensure that children who are active in outdoor sports such as
BMX bike riding, wear protective clothing, hats and sunscreens not just when they are riding
but also while they are being spectators” advises the Queensland Cancer Fund.

“It is the damage that is done early in life by the Sun’s harmful rays that can cause associated
skin problems and possible skin cancer” warned the Fund.

WHAT IS SKIN CANCER?

Skin Cancer is caused by over-exposure to ultra-
violet radiation from the sun. The UVB stimulates the
production of melanin — a dark pigment which
gives the skin a tanned appearance.

The production of melanin promotes a thickening
of the upper layer of skin which ultimately leads to
the skin wrinkling and sagging. The effect is
commonly referred to as “sailor's skin or farmer’s
skin”.

The two most common forms of skin cancer
caused by over-exposure to the sun, Basal Cell
Carcinoma (B.C.C.), and Squamous Cell Carcinoma
are rarely fatal, however, should be shown to your
family doctor immediately.

Squamous Cell Carcinoma most often begins as
a sunspot for solar keratosis, a scaly spot on the skin
usually on the face, hands and neck.

Basal Cell Carcinoma begins in the cells of the
outer layer of the skin and appears as a small white
lump when the skin is stretched.

Treatment for these forms of skin cancers can
sometimes require surgery if they are allowed to
progress. However, if detected early can simply be
removed by freezing or cauterizing.

By far, the most dangerous form of skin cancer
is the malignant melanoma which begins as a mole
on the surface of the skin.

The Queensland Cancer Fund sponsored
Melanoma Project in Brisbane is world renowned
for its excellent research into the disease and while
they have a high cure rate, malignant melanoma
can prove fatal.

To avoid developing skin damage problems
during outdoor sport's spectating and participation
the Queensland Cancer Fund recommends the
following:

* Use a sunscreen with a high Sun Protector Factor

(5.P.F. 12 -S.P.F. 15+
Always wear light protective clothing
Sit in the shade where possible and avoid

lengthy exposure during the hottest part of the Gum
day
* Wear a broad brimmed hat — the Fund has such
a hat available in light weight canvas in 5 sizes

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At a Special Degelates meeting of the Queensland BMX Association on the 5th November, it was agreed to
accept the proposed changes to the constitution thereby allowing Queensiand to be split into zones and that
these zones should come into force for 1984. At this stage there will be four zones as follows — Southern
Zone, Central Zone, Northern Zone and Far North Zone. These zones are illustrated on the map below.

Voting rights of each zone will be two delegates per zone with up to 12 clubs and one additional delegate

for every six clubs thereafter as shown:

Up to 12 clubs in a zone — two votes; From 13 to 18 clubs — three votes; From 19 to 24 clubs — four votes;

From 25 to 30 clubs — five votes, etc.

Due to the large number of clubs in the Southern Zone, every second State Titles is to revert back to the Southern

Zone.
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
